Thanks to many parish families who contributed pledges of 

treasure and prayers for the success of St. Brendan's re-

cently relaunched Capital Campaign. Since the kickoff in 

early November, we have received financial pledges total-

ing    $419,424.    538 families have committed their par-

ticipation with prayers and funds over the remaining 18 

months of the campaign which is scheduled to complete in 

June 2013.  The parish goal is to retire the current debt of 

$1.1 million with 100% participation of all parish fami-

lies.  It's exciting to see that we have reached a point in our 

campaign where we can see the light at the end of the tun-

nel.  However, we have a long way to go to reach our goal.   

  

In order to ensure all families have a chance to pledge, we 

will be sending out pledge request letters to all registered 

families who have not yet returned their pledge cards.  We 

are requesting that all parishioners consider making sacrifi-

cial gifts to the campaign.  It is through these sacrifices that 

we bond as a Catholic community and begin to serve others 

as well as our own spiritual needs. 

  

In addition, all families who have pledged a financial con-

tribution will receive a letter asking them to confirm the 

dollar amount of their pledge.  This will enable the parish 

office to plan accurately for the debt reduction, issue peri-

odic statements, and keep track of those pledges that qual-

ify for a leaf or boulder on the Tree of Life  in the Narthex. 

  

Please keep the success of our Capital Campaign in your 

prayers and consider making a sacrificial contribution if 

you haven't already done so.
