FOOD PANTRY 2011- SUMMARY OF A BUSY YEAR 
 

St. Joseph Food Pantry, with the support of our Parish and the community, served 9870 people; 4293 children, 5282 adults and 295 seniors. In addi-

tion to free food assistance, clients received Easter baskets, school supplies,  linens, warm coats, personal care items, diapers, pet food and shopped 

for their Christmas meal.  Children were given Easter baskets and Christmas stockings.  

 

During the past year, the Pantry was open for distribution every Wednesday and Friday, distributing 3035 bags of free food weighing an estimated 

75,875 pounds, with an approximate value of $84,980. Bread and bagels were offered each week.  During the summer months, our bountiful Parish 

garden provided fresh veggies.  Thanks to St. Vincent de Paul, the Pantry receives about 200 pounds of meat every other week.  

 

In April, the Pantry went “high tech.”  Our new data base system provides a wealth of information and plastic ID cards simplifying check-in.  We 

designed and sold Pantry tee shirts, had a booth at the Ministry Carnival, three major Parish Food Drives, Easter and Christmas Projects and served 

refreshments at Live Nativity. 
 

311 new households registered in 2011.  Home delivery began on a monthly basis. The true angels are the volunteers who inventoried new food 

donations, picked up bread, bagels and meat, handled check in and registration, translated, helped with food drives, shopped for needed food, de-

signed the new logo, delivered food, wrote and maintained the computer program, kept  financial records and  coordinated the volunteer and visit-

ing groups.  Hats off to our youth!  They have been wonderful.  There is an activity for anyone who would like to be involved!
